The Lake Neusiedl card also grants 
you access to lots of cultural sights, palaces, museums and 
exhibitions, which you can check out for free during their regular 
opening hours. Even excursions in the national park Neusiedler 
See-Seewinkel, World Heritage-acclaimed nature reserve Neusiedler 
See-Leithagebirge and St. Margarethen quarry do not cost card-
holders a single penny. The same goes for guided tours through 
the towns of Rust, Eisenstadt, Sopron, Bratislava and Kapuvár. 

True to the motto ”gentle mobility”, overnight guests can use 
public transport across the region for free. Most operators of boat 
cruises and lake crossings offer half-price services to card holders.

Throughout the year, the Lake Neusiedl region thrums to a lively 
Pannonian beat. Without the region’s unique melting-pot of 
cultures as a backdrop, Joseph Haydn’s The Seasons, a musical 
celebration of this stretch of land, could not have come into 
existence. Nowadays, a huge variety of cultural events embrace 
all musical genres, from crowd-pleasing operettas to rock festivals 
and groovy jazz sessions. World-famous festival Seefestspiele 
Mörbisch attracts many thousands of visitors year after year, 
thanks to its cheerful operettas and enchanting location right on 
the shore of Lake Neusiedl. Meanwhile, St. Margarethen hosts 
great operas on a 7000 m² natural stage in a quarry where stones 
were already mined at the time of the Roman Empire. 

And “for those about to rock”, Nova Rock festival in Nickelsdorf’s 
Pannonian Fields is the annual destination of choice. Apart from 
music and Central Europe’s biggest steppe lake, the region also 
boasts impressive palaces, charming local heritage museums and 
impressive churches. All year round, there is a varied programme 
of events to choose from, such as concerts and exhibitions in 
Esterházy Palace in Eisenstadt and in Halbturn Palace.

CULTURE & 
TRADITIONS 

How about a refreshing glass of spritzer (a mix of wine and 
sparkling water) after the end of your cycling session? Or a lovely 
Zweigelt, matured in barrique barrels, tasted in elegant surroun-
dings? The Lake Neusiedl region with its bountiful vineyards and 
fields does not only appeal to wine and food lovers’ eyes, but very 
much also to their palates, thanks to its delightful, authentic 
products and producers. Without a doubt, a wine connoisseur’s 
every last wish is fulfilled here. Check out a Buschenschank 
(a down-to-earth, family-run wine tavern), a gourmet restaurant, 
a wine cellar discovery tour or a tasting session hosted by a top 
wine-maker – wherever you go, you can sample products whose 
full-bodied flavour is a testament to the region’s enviable 
Mediterranean climate. Superb soils, vigorous vines and vintners 
of international renown have made Austria’s second-biggest 
wine-growing region a model of viniculture. 

The exquisite cuisine and hospitality found here have added to 
the region’s fame. It is often said that places that grow good 
wines also produce delicious food. Oftentimes, what you find on 
your plate comes from a field or barn just around the corner – 
or, of course, from the lake. Fresh produce sourced from the seven 
distinguished Epicurean regions nearby inspires chefs to concoct 
new lip-smacking dishes time and time again.

WINING & 
DINING 

Lake Neusiedl seems just about infinite. Covering roughly 
320 km2, this huge body of water mesmerises anyone who loves 
nature. Its shores are lined with idyllic vineyards, and the unique 
natural landscape formed by acres of reeds is home to countless 
plants and animals. 2000 annual hours of sunshine further add 
to the allure of the region around Lake Neusiedl, which is part of 
the UNESCO World Heritage. Lake Neusiedl itself is unquestion-
ably the heart of the region. It holds the exotic claim of being 
Europe’s westernmost steppe lake and serves as Austria’s biggest 
swimming pool. Numerous species of animals and plants call the 
cross-border national park Neusiedler See-Seewinkel their home. 

All across Europe, the national park is known as a paradise-like 
refuge for many interesting migratory birds. There are lots of 
great guided tours with national park guides, as well as safaris run 
by the ecology experts based at St. Martins resort. Plants and 
animals find ideal, unspoilt habitats in the nature reserve 
Neusiedler See-Leithagebirge located on the western lake shore, 
as well as in the hilly areas around Rust and along the banks of 
the nearby river Leitha. Two top European events focused on 
nature kick off at the beginning of spring: the Pannonian Bird 
Experience and the Pannonian Nature Experience Days.

NATURE & 
EXPERIENCE 

The warm Pannonian climate attracts recreational athletes, 
swimming enthusiasts and sun worshippers. Surf and water 
sport events reserved for the summer months elsewhere, 
already kick off in spring around Lake Neusiedl. Glorious blue 
skies are the norm from April until the end of September. 
There are ideal conditions for all those who want to channel 
excess energy into a wide variety of sports: surfing, kite surfing, 
sailing, stand-up paddle-boarding, kayaking, canoeing, hiking, 
Nordic walking, running, cycling, horse-riding and golf – in short, 
unlimited options for anyone keen to keep their bodies and minds 
active. Our top tip: cycle the Lake Neusiedl circuit! Between the 
sun, beaches, lake vistas and unique culinary pleasures along the 
way, it’s no wonder that the German cyclists’ association ADFC 
has awarded this bike trail their highest rating, 5 stars. 

If you’ve been wondering whether to give a cycling holiday a try, 
let Lake Neusiedl’s bounty of attractions make up your mind for 
you. It’s also good to know that here you can do sports all year 
long. The same spots where swimmers, sailors and surfers practise 
their tricks from summer to autumn draw plucky ice-skaters in 
winter. And in the rare event that the lake should not freeze over, 
strolls along the shore and guided walking tours of the vineyards 
and the national park come with glowing recommendations.
